However, there should never arise a situation where one’s work commitments take precedence over the safety and well-being of our children.  Surely our children should always come first?
I have spoken on numerous occasions about the dangers of children being left behind after school hours.  Our security guard is not a child minder and has to patrol the school grounds at regular intervals.  This means that for long periods at a time and after school hours, a child left at school will be completely alone and extremely vulnerable. 
I have reported the above incident to Social services and will continue to report such occurrences in future.
I once again appeal to all parents to please always place our children first.  Make a plan!!
